Meeting (" AGM") pursuant to the provisions of Section 108 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with Rule 20 of 

the Companies (Management and Administration) Rules 2014, for the 30th Annual General Meeting (" AGM") 

of Orchid Pharma Limited (the "Company") held on Wednesday, the August 09, 2023 at 11:30 A.M. (IST) 

through Video Conferencing ('VC')/ Other Audio-Visual Means ('OAVM') (collectively referred as "VC") 

Dear Sir, 

I, Prabhakar Kumar, having ICSI M. No. FCS-5781 and CoP No. 10630, Parb1er of M/ s V APN & Associates, 

Prc1clicing Company Secretaries (FRN: P2015DE045500), had been appointed as the Scrutinizer by the Board of 

Direc tors of the Company vide its resolution dated July 12, 2023 pursuant to Section 108 of the Companies Ac t, 

20 13 and Rule 20 of the Companies (Management and Administration) Rules, 2014 for lhe purposes of 

sc rutinizi ng the remote e-voting and e-voting process during the AGM pursuant to Section 108 of the Compan ies 

' Ac t, 2013 (" Act") and Rule 20 & Rule 21 of the Companies (Management and Administration) Rules, 2014 (as 

amended from time to time) ("the Rules") and in accordance with terms of circulars issued by Ministry of 

Co rporate Affairs ("MCA") as well as in accordance with the terms of circulars issued by Securities and Exchange 

Boa rd of India ("SEBI") and other applicable laws and regulations (including any statutory modification(s) or rc­

enac tment(s) thereof, for the time being in force) in respect of the resolutions proposed at the AGM of the 

Co mpany held on Wednesday, the August 09, 2023 at 11:30 AM (IST) through VC, and to submit my report on 

remote E-voting and E-voting conducted during the AGM of the Company. 

1. Management's Responsibility 

The Management of the Company is responsible to ensure compliance with the requirements of the 

relevant provisions of (i) The Companies Act, 2013 and the Rules made thereunde r; (ii) The SEBI (Listing 

Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015, (iii) Secretarial Standard-2 on General 

Meetings issued by the Institute of Company secretaries of India and (iv) Other applicable laws and 

regulations (if any), relating to the E-voting facility to the members present at the AGM through VC. 
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2. Scrutinizer's Responsibility 

My responsibility as the Scrutinizer of the voting process, was reslricted to scrutinize the E-voting 

process, in a fair and transparent manner and to prepare a Scrutinizer's Report of the votes cast in favour 

and against the resolutions stated in the Notice, based on the reports generated from the E-voting system 

provided by National Securities Depository Limited ("NSDL") the service provider. 

3. Dispatch of Notice convening the AGM 

3.1.Pursuant to the relevant circulars issued by the MCA for holding the AGM or other general meetings 

of Members through VC, the advertisements were published in Financial Express (All India Edition­

English Language) and Makkal Kura! (Tamil Edition- Vernacular Language) on July 19, 2023, 

specifying the date & time of the AGM, availability of the notice on the Company's website c1nd 

website of Stock Exchanges, manner of regish·ation of email ids by the Members (both physical and 

demat) who are yet to register their email ids with the Company, manner of voting through remcle 

e-voting or through e-voting system at the AGM etc. 

3.2. The Company hosted the notice of AGM on its website and also intimated the same to BSE Limited 

and National Stock Exchange of India Limited on July 18, 2023. 

3.3. The Company has informed that on the basis of the Register of Members and the list of Beneficial 

Owners made available by M/ s. Abhipra Capital Limited(" Abhipra"), Registrar and Share Transfer 

Agents ("RTA") of the Company and the depositories viz., National Securities Depository Limited 

("NSDL") and Central Depository Services (India) Limited ("CDSL") respectively, the Company 

completed dispatch of Notice of AGM and the Integrated Annual Report for the Financial Year 2022-

23 on July 18, 2023, by e-mail to the Members of the Company who had registered their email ids 

with the Company/ Depositories. 

4. Cut-off date 

The members holding shares as on the "cut off" date i.e. Wednesday, August 02, 2023 were entitled to 

vote on the proposed resolutions (Items No. 1 to 7 as set out in the Notice of the AGM of the Company). 

5. Remote e-voting process 

5.1.Agency 

The Company had availed the remote e-voting and e-voting facility offered by NSDL, Authorized 

Agency for conducting remote e voting prior to the AGM and voting at the AGM by electronic means. 

5.2. Remote e-voting period 

The remote e-voting platform was open from Sunday, the August 06, 2023 at 9:00 A.M. (IST) and 

ended on Tuesday, the August 08, 2023 at 05:00 P.M. (IST) and Members were required to cast their 

votes elecb·onically conveying their assent or dissent in respect of the resolution on the remote e­

voting platform provided by NSDL. 
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5.3. After declaration of voting by the Chairman, the members present at the AGM through VC and who 
had not voted on remote e-voting, voted through e-voting facility provided by NSDL at the AGM. 

6. Voting at the AGM

6.1.In line with Regulation 44(1) and 44(2) of SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements)
Regulations, 2015 and as prescribed under Rule 20(4)(xiii) of the Companies (Management and 
Administration) Rules, 2014, for the purpose of ensuring that Members who have cast their votes 
through remote e-voting do not vote again during the AGM, the Scrutinizer shall have access after 
closure of period of remote e-voting and before the start of the AGM, to only such details relating to 
Members who have cast their votes through remote e-voting, such as their names, DP ID & Client ID 
/ folios, number of shares held but not the manner in which they have voted. 

6.2.Accordingly, NSDL, the remote e-voting agency provided us with the names, DP ID & Client ID/ 
folios and shareholding of the members who had cast their votes through remote e-voting. 

7. Counting Process

7.1. The results of remote e-voting were unblocked by me by accessing the data downloaded by me from
the website www.evoting.nsdI.com of NSDL. The votes were unblocked by me at 12:07 P.M. on 
Wednesday, August 09, 2023, in the presence of two witnesses, Jyoti R/ o. M-638 Mangolpuri New 
Delhi-110083 and Mr. Vedesh R/o E-129, Vijay Vihar Phase II Near Sector -4 Rohini, Delhi- 110085, 
who are not in the employment of the Company. They have signed below in confirmation of the 
votes being unblocked in their presence.
